Advanced Hours 
Junior or senior courses, numbered 3000 or 4000 level. Many degrees require at least 42 advanced hours. 

Catalog 
An online resource that includes university policies, majors/minors available & course descriptions including any prerequisites. 

Class Number
Number (in parenthesis) that appears along with the class prefix and course number on the schedule of classes. It is used to
identify a specific section of the course to aid in registration. Ex. ENGL 1310 (1234)

Concurrent Enrollment
Enrollment at UNT and other institution in the same semester. Requires preapproval from your Academic Advisor.

Course Number 
A four-digit number following the class prefix. The first number indicates whether the class is considered lower level or advanced. Ex.
ENGL 1310.

Hold/block 
This is applied to your account and may hinder your ability to register. (i.e. library fines, advising holds, or the student financial
obligation hold)

ID Number/EUID 
An 8-digit number (12345678) or user code comprised of your initials and four numbers (abc1234) you will use for identification at
UNT.

Permission Code 
Access from a department offering a course to ensure all requirements have been met prior to course enrollment. 

Recitation 
A section required by some classes used to cover coursework and answer questions.

Supplemental Instruction Leader (SI) 
A student proficient in a course who facilitates effective group study sessions through the Learning Center. 

Teaching Assistant/ Teaching Fellow (TA/TF)
A graduate student who serves under an instructor to provide general assistance to the instructional process, such as grading,
tutoring, etc. A graduate student that teaches courses for credit under the direct supervision of a faculty member or chair. 

W
This grade may be given when a student drops a course or withdraws from the university after the census date. 

Waitlist 
A feature that allows students to place themselves on a list for a class section that is full and will be automatically enrolled once a
seat opens according to their position number.

Withdraw from Semester 
When you choose to remove yourself from all your classes. Requires permission from the Dean of Students office.

To become a certified teacher in Texas, students must meet state requirements, which include
completion of an Educator Preparation Program, obtaining a bachelor’s degree, and passing the state
certification examinations. Students must be admitted to UNT’s Teacher Education Program before
enrolling in most education courses.

Students must be in compliance with the Texas Success Initiative (TSI), to enroll in coursework at Texas
public institutions of higher education per Texas Education Code. The law requires all entering college
students to be assessed for college readiness in English Language Arts and math. The TSI Coordinator,
located in the Office of Advising Services, will help with questions regarding TSI requirements and
developmental courses.

Every course you take is measured by units called credit hours. In most cases, credit hours represent the number of hours each
week you are expected to attend each specific class. Courses may range from one to six credit hours.

A bachelor’s degree shows you have completed coursework and met the requirements of a specialized curriculum. Your degree is
completed when you have met all of the requirements, taken the right courses in the correct order, earned enough semester credit
hours and earned the appropriate grades. Navigating your way through college means learning the basics needed to understand and
progress through your academic career.

A major of at least 24 semester hours. At least 12 hours of advanced work (3000/4000 level) in the major must be earned
at UNT (except for the BAAS degree).
A minimum of 36 semester hours of advanced work (3000-4000 level), 24 of which must be completed at UNT. Many
degrees at UNT require at least 42 advanced hours, see the college/school degree requirements of your major in the catalog
for details. A lower-level course that, when transferred, is determined to be equivalent to a UNT upper-level course does
not satisfy the requirement of advanced hours. 
Twenty-five percent of the university minimum of 120 semester hours (i.e., 30 hours) must be earned in residence.

Certificates typically require you to complete 12-20 hours, the majority of which must be advanced. You can view the list
of undergraduate academic certificates at UNT and the requirements for each in the catalog (catalog.unt.edu) under
“Majors, minors, certificates.”

Within your degree, you will narrow your focus to a specific field of study, also known as a major. At least 24 semester hours in a
given subject are required for a major, including 12 hours of advanced work. The number of hours required depends on the major
you select.

The University Core Curriculum helps you build more than just knowledge in your major. Along with your major courses, you’ll
take general education classes that give you a broader understanding of the world and help you develop skills you’ll use in
every class—and after graduation. These include critical thinking, communication, teamwork, and problem-solving skills. The
core is designed to help you become a well-rounded student and prepare you for life beyond college.

You can find specific core course options on pages 15-18.

You must satisfactorily complete all degree requirements specified by the college/school in which the degree is offered. In
many instances, there may be college/school academic program requirements in addition to the university core requirements.

Advanced electives may be required in order to meet the university advanced credit hour requirement. UNT requires a minimum of 
36 advanced hours in order to graduate. Many degrees at UNT require at least 42 advanced hours. Please see college/school degree 
requirements of your major in the catalog for details, and visit with your academic advisors about minors, certificates, and electives.

The Texas Common Course Numbering System (TCCNS) has been designed for the purpose of aiding you in the transfer of general
academic courses between colleges and universities throughout Texas. The system ensures that if you take a course the receiving
institution designates as common, then the course will be accepted in transfer and the credit will be treated as equivalent to the
course offered by the receiving institution. The TCCNS chart (on pages 13-14) lists the courses that the associate deans at UNT have
identified as common and their TCCNS equivalents. https://tccns.org/

Successful completion of a 42 semester-credit-hour common core curriculum at a Texas public institution of higher education allows
you to transfer to UNT as “core complete.” You will need to work with an academic advisor in the appropriate college/school
academic advising office to determine if additional requirements will be necessary to satisfy the 42-hour UNT core. See the UNT
transfer articulation web page at registrar.unt.edu/transfer-guides and the transfer course equivalency and degree planning guide
tool, Transferology, at transferology.com for online resources.

When you send transcripts or test scores (like AP, IB, or CLEP) to UNT, the Admissions Office reviews and accepts all eligible credit.
This is called transferability — it tells you how many total credit hours UNT will count. But just because a course transfers doesn’t
mean it automatically applies to your degree.
That’s where applicability comes in. Your academic advisor and college will review your accepted credits to see which ones count
toward:

Your core curriculum
Your major requirements
Any electives needed for graduation

Some classes may not fit into your degree plan, even if UNT accepted the credit.

In simple terms:
Transferability = Credit UNT accepts
Applicability = Credit that counts toward your specific degree
Please see your academic advisor if you have any questions about the transfer and application of your incoming credits.

Your GPA (grade point average) is the average of the grades you have earned in  your classes. At UNT, you’ll have two
GPAs:

UNT GPA: Includes only the classes you take at UNT
Overall GPA: Includes both UNT classes and any transfer coursework

Your GPA is important! It can affect honors eligibility, financial aid, graduation, and your academic standing. 
Be sure to check both your UNT and overall GPA each semester so you can know where you stand. You can find both on
your degree audit. 

1) Multiply hours attempted by the grade point value earned for each class. 
2) Total your number of grade points.
3) Divide total points by total of all your attempted hours.
That’s your GPA!

Semester GPA – The GPA you earned only for the courses you took at UNT for the specific semester.

NOT include transfer work.

Overall GPA – A combination of your UNT and transfer GPA (graduation GPA). Available via online degree audit.

Major GPA – Your major GPA is calculated separately from the overall GPA. Pre-major GPA requirements are in place for some programs, and
most majors require a minimum GPA for graduation.The university will keep track of your UNT GPA and semester GPA to determine your
academic standing.

Planning your degree successfully means understanding what classes you need, the best order to take them in, and any department rules—
like admission or graduation requirements. Your academic advisor can provide an official degree audit to help guide you through your
major. This audit outlines all the requirements you need to complete your degree. Be sure to review an updated audit and plan each
semester so you can stay on track and monitor your progress.

Your online degree audit—also called the interactive audit—is a user-friendly tool that shows all of your degree
requirements in one place. It’s a great way to stay on track for graduation and come prepared for advising appointments.

Your audit will show you:
Credit hours earned and credit hours currently in-progress
How courses apply to your degree
Your UNT GPA, overall GPA, and major GPA
“What if” degree audits to explore different majors

At the end of each semester, your audit updates automatically as grades are posted and requirements are completed. The online degree
audit is not an “official” document. An official degree audit is a document which can be requested from your academic advising office.

Using this tool along with your academic advisor can help you make informed decisions about your time, money, and course choices while at
UNT.

A 2.0 minimum cumulative UNT grade point average must be achieved for all subsequent semesters. 

STATUS

The university will keep track of your UNT and semester GPA to determine your academic standing. 



An “Incomplete” may be allowed in emergency situations, but only if approved by your instructor. The course must be 75%
complete and you must be passing. The coursework must be completed within one year of granting the grade of “I”.

Dropping vs Withdrawing

It is always a good idea to meet with 
your academic advisor prior to dropping a
course or withdrawing from the semester.

At the University of North Texas, there are options if something unexpected affects your semester, including dropping a
course, withdrawing, or requesting an incomplete. 

Before making a decision, talk with your instructor(s) and academic advisor to understand how each option may impact
your GPA, financial aid, and graduation timeline. They can also help you explore ways to improve your performance and 
stay in the course. 

If you are considering dropping a class, please review all your options first. Dropping may delay graduation and cost you additional time
and money.

After the Add/Drop Period ends but before the census date you may no longer add courses, but you can still drop a
course through your UNT Student Homepage. 
Courses dropped during this period will not be recorded and will not count as one of your six drops. 
May be done online through the myUNT portal. 

Undergraduate Texas Residents may be charged a higher tuition rate if they attempt too many credit hours. Excess hours are any
credit hours attempted beyond what’s required for your degree. At UNT, going over your degree plan hours may result in increased
tuition. Attempted hours include:

Courses you pass or fail
Repeated or duplicated courses 
Courses dropped with a “W”.

The Financial Aid office will review your Satisfactory Academic Progress(SAP)every semester using two standards: your UNT Cumulative
GPA (UNT CGPA) and course completion rate. If you fall below one of the determined standards you may not be eligible to receive your
financial aid. For information on SAP please go to http://financialaid.unt.edu/sap

UNT CGPA Requirements of SAP: The minimum cumulative UNT grade point average for undergraduate
students is 1.8 for the first term of enrollment and a 2.0 for all subsequent semesters. 

Course Completion Rate of SAP: You must successfully complete at least 67% of your cumulative
attempted credit hours. Attempted hours include repeated, failed, incomplete, withdrawn from, and
transfer credit hours. 

PLEASE NOTE: You are required to notify Student Financial Aid and Scholarships BEFORE dropping classes or withdrawing
from the university. By doing so, you will be advised about current and/or future financial aid eligibility. 

You must apply for graduation through your my.unt.edu portal during the semester that you intend to graduate by the posted deadline. For

The Graduation division of Records in the Registrar’s 
Office is responsible for working with UNT’s Colleges and 
Schools to verify, approve, and post all student degree awards. In 
addition, they coordinate UNT’s commencement ceremonies.

If you are currently enrolled at UNT and another
institution during the semester you plan to

complete all degree requirements, you must wait
until the following semester to file for graduation

In addition to meeting UNT GPA and course completion rate standards, you must not have registered for, earned or attempted more
than a specific cumulative maximum of semester hours as an undergraduate student. This limit is effective whether or not financial
aid has ever been applied for or received. 

The current maximum is 150% of the student’s required degree plan. The maximum includes all hours registered for, earned or
attempted at any institution of higher education. This includes hours you have dropped, withdrawn from, failed, duplicated or never
completed. If you exceed the maximum number of hours allowed by your degree plan, your financial aid will be canceled.

Each semester all students must complete the UNT Registration Guide which is found under their Task Tile on their myUNT.
There are multiple steps that must be reviewed, completed, and submitted. Upon completion of the UNT Registration Guide
these holds will be removed. These holds include: 

Student Financial Obligation – a hold placed on your account every semester. You must read through the financial
requirements of the registration process. Read and click “confirm” to remove the hold
Transcript - a hold placed by Admissions for missing transcripts
Advising Required - a hold placed by an advising office, must meet with an academic advisor to have hold removed
TSI Not Complete - a hold indicating you are TSI-incomplete and must meet with a TSI Coordinator to register
Meningitis - All new students must provide evidence of vaccination against bacterial meningitis. Immunization records or a
UNT Meningitis Medical Exception form can be uploaded through the myUNT portal. Exemptions for Reasons of Conscience
must be submitted in person to the Registrar’s office to be valid. 
Dean of Students - a hold placed by the Dean of Students Office. You must meet with their office to have this hold removed. 

The waitlist feature allows you to place yourself on the waitlist for a class section that is full and be given a position number.
As seats open up in the class, students will be auto-enrolled according to their position number
When trying to add courses to the waitlist, you can not add courses that conflict with times you have other courses in your 
schedule, unless you use the swap function
You can not waitlist a course that puts you over 19 hours in a semester
Diligently check your schedule during add/drop to see if a course you waitlisted was added to your schedule
Students are encouraged to enroll in another section if their first choice is waitlisted
Waitlisted classes will always show up in your enrollment summary
Waitlisting a course does not guarantee you a spot in the course
If one of your waitlisted courses is added to your schedule, you must pay by the posted deadline.

If you are taking classes at UNT and wish to enroll concurrently at another institution during the same semester, you must

It is important that as you begin your ourney as a
student on our campus that you know what is expected of you. At UNT, we recognize that freedom of expression and public assembly
are fundamental rights of all persons and are essential components of the education process. These activities promote debate and the
sharing of ideas, which are the foundation of educational institutions. In addition, UNT is committed to providing a safe environment
for all members of the university community and prohibits hazing by any student, student group or employee.

 The University of North Texas (UNT) recognizes that freedom of expression and public assembly are fundamental rights of all persons
and are essential components of the education process. These activities promote debate and the sharing of ideas, which are the
foundation of educational institutions.
 
The responsibility of the University to operate and maintain an effective and efficient institution of higher education requires regulation
of the time, place and manner of assembly, speech, and other expressive activities on the grounds of the University. 
In keeping with this responsibility, students, faculty, staff and visitors are free to exercise the rights to assemble and engage 
in expressive activity in a constitutionally-protected manner subject only to the content-neutral regulations necessary to fulfill 
the mission and obligations of the University; preserve the rights of others, coordinate multiple uses of limited space; assure
preservation of the campus facilities and grounds; and assure financial accountability for any damage caused by these activities.

Any type of physical brutality, such as whipping, beating, striking, branding, electronic shocking, placing a harmful substance
on the body, or similar activity.
Any type of physical activity that subjects a student to an unreasonable risk of harm or that adversely affects the mental or
physical health or safety of a student. Involves sleep deprivation, exposure to the elements, confinement in a small space,
calisthenics, or other similar activity that subjects the student to an unreasonable risk of harm or that adversely affects the
mental or physical health or safety of the student; 
Any activity involving consumption of alcoholic beverages, liquor, drugs, food, liquid or any other substance that exposes a
student to unreasonable risk of harm or that adversely affects the mental or physical health or safety of the student.
Any activity that intimidates or threatens a student with ostracism or that subjects the student to extreme mental stress,
shame or humiliation that adversely affects the mental health or dignity of the student or discourages the student from
entering or remaining registered at UNT, or that may reasonably be expected to cause the student to leave the organization or
UNT rather than submit to hazing whether the act is committed in person or communicated by other media including social
networking.
Any activity that induces, causes or requires a student to perform a duty or task that requires commission of an illegal act.

The university wants to take this opportunity to inform the university community about the dangers and consequences of hazing.
 
Hazing is a criminal act under the state law of Texas. 

By definition, hazing is any intentional, knowing or reckless act by one person alone or acting with others, directed against a student,
that endangers the mental or physical health or safety of a student for the purpose of pledging, being initiated into, affiliating with,
holding office in or maintaining membership in an organization” whose members are or include UNT students. Hazing occurs
regardless of whether the act is committed on or off the university campus and regardless of whether
the student victim may have consented to or acquiesced in the activity. A person engages in hazing not only by directly engaging 
in hazing activity, but also by soliciting, directing, encouraging, aiding or attempting to aid another in hazing; or by recklessly allowing
hazing to occur; or by knowingly failing to report firsthand knowledge that a specific hazing incident is planned or 
has occurred; any person reporting a specific hazing incident involving a student to the Dean of Students or other appropriate
university official is immune from civil or criminal liability that might otherwise be incurred as a result of the report.

Students may be prosecuted for committing an act of hazing or for failing to report first-hand knowledge of hazing.
