He currently leads a 
team of UNT faculty members of Physicists, Engineers and Industrial 
researchers to explore the frontiers of new acoustic science and 
technology. He has graduated over thirteen doctoral students during his term at UNT. He has 
established a strong international collaborative research program with partners in China, Italy, 
Japan, Mexico, Portugal and U.K.
