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The Bachelor of Arts with a major in English, concentration in English Language Arts, prepares 
you to be certified to teach grades 7-12 in Texas public schools.

The final semester of your degree requires that you complete student teaching, a 6-credit 
commitment that is the equivalent of a full-time job.
