2) Once all six (6) requirements are complete, schedule an advising appointment to submit your Application for Admission to Teacher Education.

3) Upon receiving the Letter of Acceptance to TEd, accept UNT’s formal offer of admission to the program within 72 hours.
4) Once the offer is accepted, students are eligible to register for TEd courses during a valid enrollment period.
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
